Covington Catholic High School is primarily a college preparatory school for young 

men.  An intensive curriculum includes a four-year program in English, science, 

German or Spanish, a five-year sequence in mathematics, and a four-year social 

studies offering.  A placement test is given to prospective freshmen students and a 

limited number of scholarships are awarded based on the results of the testing. 

 

Current enrollment is 505 students, grades nine through twelve.  Covington Catholic 

is accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools and the 

Department of Education, Commonwealth of Kentucky. 

 

Covington Catholic offers honors courses in English, math, science, art, and foreign 

language.  Advanced placement courses are offered in English Literature, English 

Language, Physics, Calculus, European History, Spanish, and U.S. History.    Also, 

Computer Science II is offered for dual credit (high school and college). 

 

Grades from all subjects, with the exception of Physical Education and the Academic 

Support Program, are weighted on a 4.0 scale for class rank and grade point average 

(please see attached sheet for weighting scale).  Grades are weighted for honor roll.
